Essay: a group of paragraphs written about a single topic and a central
main idea.

The structure of an essay:
Introduction

Main body

conclusion

thesis statement: is the statement that tells the main idea of the
whole essay.

Topic sentence: gives the main idea of a paragraph.
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Unit 9: outlining an essay
Outline: is a list of information you will put in your essay.

-Begins with the essay’s thesis statement

-Shows the organization of the essay

-Tells what ideas you will discuss and shows which ideas will come
first, second, and so on.

-Ends with the essays conclusion.
